Please note for the 11 and 12 of each suit the Kemmyn and the UCR editions have completely different
ideas incorporated into the designs and as such the meanings of the cards are different. For ease of use I
have included both sets of notes clearly noting which edition they belong to.

Suit of Swords–The mind & intellect

Ace of Swords
Byd a Gledhedhyow

A new way of thinking.

Strength, stillness and purity, being at one with the source of life. Feeling the wind in
your hair and the sun on your face and having the confidence and inner strength to
do what work lies ahead of you.

A difficult choice to make.

You have two choices and you cannot
make up your mind. All around you are people giving you advice, but they are of no
help at all, merely adding to the confusion.

Always male and someone who is constantly searching for the truth, often in books rather than in life.
